· On the top of the page, write down today’s topic for the lecture/reading.
· On the right side of the page, write down the lecture/reading notes. Include diagrams, mind maps, examples associated to the topic.
· On the left side of the page alongside the margin, make space for writing down follow-up questions, exam tip, practice questions, etc. 
· At the bottom of the page, write down the summary of lecture/reading. This can be done after the lecture.
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
